Alexis Hauser, chef d'orchestre 

Natif de Vienne et laureat du prix de direction d'orchestre Koussevitzky de l'Orchestre 
symphonique de Boston au festival de musique de Tanglewood en 1974, Alexis Hauser a 
remporte le premier concours international de direction d'orchestre Hans Swarowsky, a Vienne 
en 1977. 

Hauser a fait ses debuts professionnels au Großer Musikvereinssaal de Vienne, en 1~70, avec 
l 'Orchestre autrichienTonkünstler. En 1975, il s'est produit pour la premiere fois aux Etats-Unis 
avec l'Orchestre symphonique d' Atlanta, en compagnie du so liste Itzhak Perl man, et a dirige son 
premier spectacle lyrique at.New York City Opera C'est en 1976, avec l'Orchestre symphonique 
de Montreal, qu 'il a fait sa premiere incursion au Canada. De 1981 a 1988, il a ete directeur 
artistique de IDrchestra Londo11 Canadqavec lequel il a re9u a deux reprises le prix d'excellence 
de la Canadian Perfor111i11g Arts Organizationpour sa programmation novatrice de Ja musique 
contemporaine. En Europe, Hauser s'est produit a titre de chef invite avec diverses formations. 
11 a egalement effectue des tournees en, Allemagne, en Scandinavie et en Islande, et il a dirige 
plusieurs orchestres symphoniques aux Etats-Unis, au Canada, au Mexique, au Bresil et au Perou. 

Hauser se passionne aussi pour l'enseignement; il a donne des ateliers de direction d'orchestre 
au Royal Conservatory de Toronto ainsi qu'a la Universität für Musik und Darstellende Kunst 
de Graz. II a egalement dirige des concerts de l'Orchestre Juilliard et de l'Orchestre de Ja 
Manhattan School of Music, a New York; du Chicago Civic Orchestra (Ja pepiniere de 
l'Orchestre symphonique de Chicago) et de l'Orchestre philharmonique de Saint Louis. De 
1995 a 2000, il a passe pres de trois mois chaque annee avec l 'orchestre du plus important 
etablissement d'enseignement de Ja musique du Japon, le college Kunitachi de Tokyo. Son 
interpretation de la Sixieme symphonie de Mahler au Suntory Hall, en decembre 1997, a fait 
l'objet de critiques fort elogieuses dans la presse et mene a Ja publication de plusieurs CD. 

Alexis Hauser, conductor 

A native ofVienna and winner ofthe Koussevitzky Conducting Prize of the Boston Symphony 
Orchestra at the Tanglewood Music Festival in 1974, Alexis Hauser becamethe winner ofthe 
First International Hans Swarowsky Conducting Competition in Vienna in 1977. 

Hauser made his professional debut with the Austrian Tonkünstler Orchester in 1970 in 
Vienna's Großer Musikvereinssaal. His debut in the United States took place in 1975 with the 
Atlanta Symphony, soloist Itzhak Perlman, followed in the same year by his opera conducting 
debut at the New York City Opera. His first appearance in Canada was in 1976 with the 
Montreal Symphony Orchestra. From 1981 until 1988 he served as Artistic Director of 
Orchestra London Canada with whom he twice received the Award of Merit of the Canadian 
Performing Arts Organization "for innovative programming of contemporary music." In 
Europe, Hauser has appeared as guest conductor with many orchestras, in addition to concert 
tours in Germany, Scandinavia and Iceland. He has conducted orchestras in the United States, 
Canada, Mexico, Brazil and Peru. 

A passionate teacher as weil, Hauser directed conducting workshops at the Royal Conservatory 
in Toronto and at the Universität für Musik und Darstellende Kunst in Graz. He also conducted 
concerts of the Juilliard Orchestra and of the Manhattan School of Music Orchestra in New 
York; the Chicago Civic Orchestra (the training body of the Chicago Symphony) and the St. 
Louis Philharmonie. From 1995 - 2000 he spent nearly three months each year with the 
orchestra of Japan 's largest Music University, the Kunitachi College of Music in Tokyo. His 
interpretation of Mahler's Sixth Symphony in Suntory Hall in December 1997 received 
sensational press reviews and led to the publication of several CDs.
